MAKING STRAIT AND SOUND INVESTMENTS IN BOATING.

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DOES BROUGHTON RHYME WITH ROTTEN (I DON’T THINK SO) PART 3

June 18, 2009 – At 0900 we were underway, slipping around Shipyard Rock and then turning to the port out
Commodore Passage into the Strait of Georgia. We are riding the flood north with the wind blowing 10-15 kts. out of
the southeast and following seas of only 1 – 2 feet. I immediately roll out the Genoa to help steady Adventure and we
are motor-sailing toward Welcome Passage and then on to Pender Harbour making good time over ground.
I called the Canadian Coast Guard to check on the status of Whiskey Gulf (WG) for the day and I was informed that
WG was inactive. With the Coastie’s information that the coast was clear, I set our course to cut through WG and save
us a few miles and a little time.
About the time we were near Halibut Bank we came across a large pod of porpoise, probably 100 or more. About that
time the wind was blowing a steady 20 kts and we were making better than 8 kts over ground transiting Welcome
Passage. Just before reaching Pender Harbour, the tide began its ebb and we now had wind against current. It got a
little bumpy going over Bjierre Shoal before we made Pender Harbour, but what the heck, 90% of the trip had been
great.
I rolled up the Genoa at Martin Is. and we motored in to Henry’s in Hospital Bay to top off the fuel tank. Remember
what I said about Sandy not ever seeing a diesel pump she did not like? Having done that, we motored around to
Garden Bay and anchored. As we turned the corner into Garden Bay at 1500 I was surprised to see only three other
boats at anchor.
Sandy bought a baguette at Henry’s so we just kicked back and enjoyed the baguette with salami and cheese for a late
lunch. We will have dinner tonight in the pub (good ribs), no engine overheating underway today (good repair work at
Silva Bay) and an anchorage that is almost empty (good luck). Sometimes everything is just good, no matter what you
do or think.
June 19, 2009 – Underway in the dink to Madeira Park for hot, fresh Cinnamon Buns with coffee for breakfast. At the
dinghy dock we observed a very large purple starfish methodically moving along the floating dock, devouring all the
mussels along the way. The dock behind the starfish was devoid of mussels and in front of him, it was solid mussels
and we forgot the camera. We walked up to the café, bought the hot Cinnamon Buns and some nice warm
Rhubarb/Pecan Muffins. They were excellent as were the cinnamon buns. We dinked back to Adventure, weighed
anchor (still 35 lbs or 15.88 kgs in Canada) and were underway at 1000.
It was a bit choppy leaving Pender Harbor with the southeast wind against the last of the ebbing tide and reefs
everywhere mixing up the currents, but when the flood began at 1100 it began to get smoother. I rolled out the Genny
to help steady the boat and we also picked up a knot or so in speed. The further we motor sailed, the smoother it got
with the SE wind steadying at about 15 kts. We were making good time again with the engine running smoothly and
the wind and current in our favor.
We were tied up to the public dock in Sturt Bay, Texada Is. at 1335, covering the 23.2 nm at an average speed of 6.3
kts. The lady Wharfinger was on the dock to meet us and collect the moorage money for the night. Doing that, we
hooked into the 15 amp. service and then we walked to the Texada Food Market in downtown Van Anda. It is about a
25-30 minute walk from the marina to the store and is not near the hike that Cardiac Hill in Powell River presents to
shoppers. The store is pretty well provisioned also. When we were done shopping, the lady back in the meat section
gave us a ride back to the marina, which of course encouraged us to buy a bit more than if we had to carry it back
ourselves. The only drawback to Sturt Bay as far as Sandy is concerned is there isn’t any fuel. But if you really need
fuel, Westview Marina and Lund are both on the way as you head north toward Desolation Sound.
June 20, 2009 – We left the dock at 1045 and set sails before leaving the bay. We secured the engine in the bay
and sailed out into Malaspina Strait with the wind blowing out of the northwest at 10-15 kts.
Heeled over 15-20 degrees we headed directly for Atrevida Reef, five miles to our north which
would be our first tack. Just before I was going to tack a voice come up on channel 16 identifying
himself as “Grey Ghost” and said, “Sailboat heading north with the American flag flying, Atrevida
Reef is dead ahead of you.” I interrupted the tack and thanked Grey Ghost who was probably
someone ashore by the reef since there were no vessels within sight and continued our tack out



before Atrevida Reef, running out to the west then tacked back to the north toward Hurtado Point. At Hurtado Point we
tacked out to port for a bit then tacked back to starboard toward Thulin Passage. At Thulin Passage I started the engine
and we motor sailed the length of the passage through the Copeland Islands, then returned to sailing again clear of the
Islands to Sarah Point. The wind died at Sarah Point, so I furled the sails and we motored the rest of the way to the back
of Squirrel Cove to anchor behind the little Island and again was surprised to find only six boats total at anchor in the
whole anchorage area. One of the vessels was the Christi Lee, a Canadian couple we had met two years before up in
the Broughtons. We hailed them and then stopped to talk with them for a short while before moving off to set our anchor.
We barbecued all the chicken onboard for dinner that night. Better to barbecue the chicken now and eat some of it cold
for lunch the next day than wait too long and find it is only good for crab bait and not even that good a crab bait.
Northwest crabs can be picky about their bait. Contrary to some opinions, the fresher the bait, the better it works for
Dungeness Crabs.
June 21, 2009 – We weighed anchor at 1110 (yup, 15.88 kgs) and left Squirrel Cove, turning to port as we left the cove
to head up Lewis Channel at a slow pace. The idea was to show up at Stuart Island at 1315 just before high slack to
stage ourselves for the three rapid run through Yuculta Rapid, Gillard Passage and Dent Rapid. Heading in at the
correct time, riding the back eddies and bucking a little current, you should be in Dent Rapid at slack and spit out on the
other side in Cordero Channel, picking up speed as the tide begins its ebb. Now this is a good plan unless there are
strong head winds in Cordero Channel bucking the ebb flow. Guess, what? Head winds at every turn of the channel
blowing 15-20 kts. Even with the white caps and flying spray, we made good time with the current’s help and arrived at
Blind Channel at 1840, in time for our 1900 reservation for Father’s Day dinner in the Blind Channel Restaurant.
As we passed Cordero Lodge on the way to Blind Channel, we noticed that there was not a single boat tied up at the
lodge. I commented to Sandy about the absence of boats at Cordero Lodge and said that business must not be booming
up here either. We were passing the lodge right at dinner time and it was empty.
After docking at Blind Channel very easily with the cross current putting us right down on the dock, we spiffied ourselves
up to be presentable and headed up directly to the restaurant. We made the third group there for dinner. Two tables
away from us were Reinhardt and Doris Kupper and their family eating dinner. No wonder there wasn’t anybody at
Cordero Lodge having dinner, the Kupper’s who own the lodge were having dinner here. I felt better about their
business. We ordered a nice Bavarian style dinner, and jawohl it was very good.
With a belly full of Schnitzel, it was time to turn in and get a good night’s sleep after a long day of running rapids and
powering into the winds of Cordero Channel, salt spray stinging my face as I laughed at the elements unable to daunt
Captain Dick and the good sloop Adventure.
What will tomorrow bring? Did Sandy see that diesel pump to the left as we came off the dock to eat dinner? Of course
she did! Will we have to motor over to get 10 gals of diesel we have used in the last three days? I wouldn’t bet against
it. How much will it cost to get rid of garbage this
year? Will they still have real block ice like they did
two years ago, or will it be that compressed shaved
ice that will melt faster than my current 401K is
melting. Will we be able to run Green Point Rapids
at high slack tomorrow afternoon and be able to get
through Whirlpool Rapids during full ebb flow
without being spit out of the rapids and run aground
on the far side of Sunderland Channel, or will we be
able to make the turn into Forward Harbour and find
a nice protected anchorage for the evening?
Only time and the Rapid Gods know for sure. Tune
into the next Baggywrinkle for the further
adventures of Adventure, Captain Dicky and First
Mate Sandy (also often Admiral Sandy).

Brats in Beer and Bean Side Dish

NOTE:

Serve on buns or rolled up
in tortillas with mustard, raw
or sautéed onions,
sauerkraut.

Use leftover broth for soup
or croc-pot stews

Slice leftover brats and
scramble with eggs &
cheese or use in stews,
beans, soups, etc.

CALICO BEANS

1/2 to 1 lb ground beef
1/2 lb bacon, cut up
1 large onion, chopped
Brown, drain, then add to:

1 can Bush's Baked Beans
1 can Butter Beans
1 can Kidney Beans
1/2 C ketchup
1/2 C brown sugar
1 T vinegar 1 tsp salt
Bake for 2 hours at 250 or
low in slow cooker for
several hours

BRATS IN BEER

4 cans of beer for cooking
2 large sweet onions sliced into eighths
1 heaping Tbsp garlic pepper
1 heaping Tbsp Extra Spicy Mrs. Dash

12 Brats

Mix ingredients and bring to boil in
large kettle
Add 12 brats and boil for 10 minutes

Grill brats until browned, then return to
broth to keep warm until served
