hoisted the main with one reef and pulled out
the125% gennie, I was on a close reach and
noted the SOG (speed over ground) was
7.5kn.

Over toward the shore north of Edmonds I
tacked and had a fast sail back across to South
of Kingston. The wind fell to 4 kn. so I brought
the sails down and motored on in. I came into
Poulsbo at dusk.
