These 2 cruises will be a
mix of anchoring and staying at marinas, keeping in mind how long
it takes sailboats to get from place to place. What may take a
powerboat 2-3 hours, may take a sailboat 4-6 hours.

Shelley and I plan on being cruise captains of the Gulf Island
Cruise. Our itinerary will consider traveling speeds. If you think
you are interested in going on this cruise, we would like your input
on any favorite spots before working on the itinerary. We are
thinking of doing a loop instead of backtracking. We are also,
obviously, mindful of the traveling time of sailboaters, and will look
into currents that would affect the path of the loop.

The strength of our great club depends on volunteers and teamwork. Although it is early in the
year, please start thinking about helping out by being a cruise captain if you are planning on
cruising this year. Usually the cruise captain heads it and another couple helps out. It's not
that hard because everybody helps out so much. It is basically some scheduling, calling
marinas for reservations, and planning the itinerary: which is scheduling, planning potlucks,
happy hours or appys, side trips, activities.
