Coast Guard Emphasizes Maritime Border-Crossing Procedures

SEATTLE ­ The Coast Guard reminds boaters of the proper procedures for entering
and exiting the United States maritime border.

During the upcoming Winter Olympics in Vancouver, B.C., boaters can expect to see
an increase of Coast Guard and Coast Guard Auxiliary crews at marinas, in Puget
Sound and along the maritime border.

“The Coast Guard will maintain a highly visible presence throughout the region to
ensure the safety of boaters and the security of America’s maritime border” said
Lieutenant Josh Sagers, Coast Guard maritime security expert.

Anyone crossing the border must have required citizenship documents in the form of
a passport, a U.S. passport card, or an enhanced driver's license.

Boaters without an I-68 permit or a NEXUS permit will be required to check-in with
one of five Customs and Border Protection Stations:

Port of Anacortes, Wash. (360) 293-2331

Port of Roche Harbor, Wash. (360) 378-2080

Public Boating Exclusion Zones

LT Vigil at Group/Air Station Port Angeles asked that you alert those Flotilla members
working on Marina Outreach, Boat Patrols, and CAN that when informing the public regard-
ing Exclusion Zones, the following is correct:

*1000 yards sub/with escort vessels

*100 yards for other naval vessels; if you need to pass within 100 yards, you must
contact the vessel or the Coast Guard.

*500 yards zone from vessel; operate at minimum speed.

The large red/blue chart with Exclusion Zones is correct AS FAR AS IT GOES! That chart
does NOT make reference to 1000 yards. LT Vigil asks that you use a permanent marker to
make reference to the 1000 yard requirement.

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DOES BROUGHTON RHYME WITH ROTTEN (I DON’T THINK SO) PART 7
July 7, 2009 – It is dark and misty as we get underway from Lagoon Cove. Sandy is half asleep
so she doesn’t really notice the fuel hoses disappearing in the mist off our starboard side. We
had topped off fuel yesterday, so there was really no reason for my first mate’s fuelish paranoia.
We made it through the Hole in the Wall without me mashing any wrong buttons on the chart
plotter and fought the last of the ebb flow through Chatham Channel. About halfway through
Chatham Channel we passed a trawler moving along nicely going with the flow, followed by a big

Bayliner Motor Yacht. Through
the mist I could not make out the
name on the Bayliner and did not
think too much about it as I
hunkered down in the cockpit
under our new canvas in the cool
mist. Then a little later I heard
Sea Spirit talking to the trawler
and also to Lagoon Cove. That is
when I realized that we had
passed fellow PTYC members,
Rick and Sandra Rezinas.

Turning down Havannah Channel,
we picked up speed as we were
now riding with the ebb flow
toward Johnstone Strait. By
timing this tide cycle we would be
running up Johnstone Strait,
Sunderland Channel, through
Whirlpool Rapids and down

Wellborne Channel moving with the flood current. It all worked as planned and we
ended up running up Chancellor Channel with the flood, arriving at Greene Point Rapids just
before high slack.

We then rounded the corner into Mayne
Passage against the current for the short
trip to Blind Channel Marina, fuel, and
ice. We were really low on ice and Blind
Channel has good solid block ice. We
didn’t really need fuel, but by now you all
know the rules. It took 30 minutes to get
fuel (5 gallons), ice (30 lbs) and some
hamburger from the store and then we
were off again, still riding the flood back
on Mayne Passage to intersection of
Chancellor and Cordero Channels,
destination Shoal Bay government dock.

Enroute to Shoal Bay we passed a
trawler heading the opposite direction
but didn’t think much of it at the time. As
we approached Shoal Bay we called the
Wharfinger on 66A not expecting an answer, but low
and behold he did answer up right away. (continues on next page)
